2. Insert pressure plates into left and right side
platforms.

STOP: If you are adding a VCR under the platform go to those instructions
[ and assemble the ACM3045V Adaptor & VCR mount now. Proceed with
step 6 of these instructions when completed.

6. Place monitor on platform. Move the sides of the platform inward until the
pressure plates contact the sides of the monitor. Be sure side platforms are an equal
distance from the center hole in center plate.
6b. Refer to ACM30GRP instructions and place grabber arms of pads onto monitor as
appropriate to your set.

7. Insert the compression screws into the side plates. Screw clockwise with the
hollow tip Allen Wrench until the rubber pads have compressed to at least 50 %
of their original thickness and they hold the monitor secure. Rock the monitor
back and forth to insure the monitor is secure and the clamps are tight enough.
If the monitor slips loosen the side plates reposition the monitor and retighten.

ADDITIONAL
STRAP HOLES

Install the ST20 Safety Straps and STGUIDES provided now (Refer to STGUIDE
instructions). Determine and use the strap holes that will provide the greatest
stability and security for the particular shape and size of your monitor. These straps
are vital to safe and solid mounting, due to immense variety in shapes and sizes of
monitors Lucasey cannot give detail about where to attach your straps, this is the
sole responsibility of the installer to be sure straps are securely holding monitor.
Additional straps are available through your LUCASEY distributor.

PROTECTIVE COATING

8. Pull one of the side arms outward and peel the protective coating from adhesive
pad. Press side arm onto side of monitor to adhere adhesive to monitor. Repeat
this step with other side arm.

STOP: The monitor should now be stable and secure. Rock monitor and mount
assembly back and forth to insure monitor is secure, there should be no movement or
shifting of monitor inside the mount. If monitor is not secure repeat steps 6,7, & 8.
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UPPER YOKE ASSEMBLY

9. Place the yoke side arms on yoke. Position them to allow a distance UPPER YOKE

10. Insert carriage bolts through bottom of yoke and yoke side arms. All four WASHERS ’/7
-

carriage bolts must be used.

11. Place two washers and a 5/16-18 nylon lock nut on each carriage bolt.
Tighten lock nuts firmly, then back off nuts slightly counterclockwise to
allow for later adjustment during step 16.

CEILING ATTACHMENT

Qualified installers only, using construction methods prescribed by
authorized architects or engineers that comply to all applicable codes, should
perform each installation. Please be advised that while LUCASEY MFG. CO.
guarantees the quality and workmanship of their products (see warranty on
back cover) they assume no responsibility for on site installation thereof.

STOP: If you are using the CMAH One Man Ratchet Hoist, shown at right,
skip steps #12,13, & 14 and complete steps #15 & 16 on the floor. Set the tilt
at zero degrees and tighten the tilt adjustment knobs and nylon lock nuts to
stabilize the mount for raising. Proceed to instructions for CMAH Ratchet
Hoist for installation and raising of monitor. When removed the hoist housing
may be used as an access hole for the cords to be fed down from the ceiling,
through the pipe, and to the monitor.

12. Apply thread locking agent to all threads at the joints that should remain
immobile. Screw the ceiling pipe into the yoke.

13. Attach the yoke section to the ceiling or overhead structure with the open ends
of yoke side arm slots facing the rear of the monitor.

14. Lift the lower portion of the mount, with the attached monitor, to the yoke
assembly.

15. Hook the lower portion onto the yoke, with the bolts from adhesive side plates
protruding through lower side arms, into hooked slots on upper side arms.

16. Move the yoke side arms inward until the yoke arms are lined up vertically to
platform lower side arms. If necessary a rubber mallet may be used to force
side arms inward. Securely tighten nylon lock nuts on carriage bolts
(from step 11). Tighten adjustment knobs and nylon lock nuts on adhesive
pads.

17. Secure the AC power cord and cable cord to bottom plate with cord restrainer
(nylon tie wrap) utilizing hole in back lip (see diagram at right). Run cables
up side of TV and secure as appropriate to your design specifications.

18. If monitor is to be tilted, loosen knobs, lock nuts and pull the platform
backwards, if more tilt is desired cables can be attached at back of lower
platform and then to nearby structure to facilitate in achieving desired
tilt. Securely tighten knobs and lock nuts.
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
