CAUTION:

To assure the overall integrity of the completed enclosure, be sure to read each step carefully and follow the
instructions they contain completely and accurately.

1. Lower monitor onto center of
monitor tray. Push monitor forward
against foam insulation in front
bezel.

NOTE: Some TV models require a tilt
tray to allow monitor to set flush
against front screen.

2. Screw threaded rods into Z-bracket (or yoke
extenders if required) approximately 1/2".
Place security yoke over monitor and position
so that threaded rods protrude through holes at
ends of security yoke. Screw wing nuts
provided onto protruding ends of threaded
rods and tighten securely.

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CAUTION NOTE: Due to a weight consideration of over 200 lbs. we recommend the enclosure unit not be lifted
into position on the ceiling mount yoke manually. LUCASEY offers a 500 Ib. lift capacity hoist which allows the

entire assembly operation, including attachment to the yoke, to be completed on the floor and lifted into position at
the ceiling or wall by one person.

8. Place the yoke side arms on the yoke,
positioning the arms to allow a distance
between them approximately 1/2" wider than
the width of the enclosure.

9. Insert the carriage bolts (provided) through the
bottom of the yoke and the upper portion of
the side arms. All four carriage bolts must be
used. Place two washers and a 5/16-18 nylon
lock nut loosely on each carriage bolt.

10. Place yoke assembly over monitor and adjust
side arms inward onto studs of mounting
bracket (open side of slots must be facing rear
of monitor). Securely tighten nylon lock nuts
on carriage bolts.

6. Attach master panel in the following manner:

WARNING: For proper air circulation, fans should
be positioned at top of panel.

A Plug monitor into AC adaptor on backside of
master panel.

B Attach RF cable from monitor to RF connector
on backside of master panel.

C Push master panel against rear panel assembly
and secure in place using #10-24 - 1/2" philips
rd. hd. screws with neo-bond washers.

CAULK ALL AROUND

7. Seal case with silicone caulking (provided)
in the following areas:

A Use black silicone all around the edges of
the front and rear panels where they meet

with the case.

B Use clear silicone on vertical edges where
the gasket and case allow a gap.

C Use clear silicone on horizontal edges
where the gasket and case allow a gap.

D Use black silicone all around master panel.

3. Upper and lower case attachment:

Carefully lower upper case over bottom case
making sure to align the following items as it
1s lowered:

A Case guide tabs on the front, rear and sides
of the top case into the case guide slots in
the top and sides of the front and rear
panel assemblies.

B The front case alignment tabs on the
bottom case into the four corner slots in
the upper case.

C The three open slots on each side of the
top case over silicone gasket strip and the
three mounting studs protruding from the
bottom case.

D Holes in the left and right sides of top
case, with holes in left and right side of
bottom case and silicone gasket.

4. Secure top and bottom case with appropriate
hardware supplied.

e #10-24 x 1/2" philips SST rd. hd. screws
with neo-bond washers to sides of case and
rear panel assembly.

e #10-24 x 1/2" black oxide counter sunk
philips hd. screws to front panel assembly.

5. Attach mounting brackets to sides
of case over the existing three
mounting studs as shown.

Secure mounting brackets to case
sides using two #5/16-18 acorn
nuts and one 1/2-13 hex nut and
one 1/2-13 acorn nut per side.
Note.... Tighten ONLY the
#5/16-18 nuts. DO NOT
TIGHTEN the #1/2-13 nuts.
